On-campus student residence housing may
be available at the University of Ottawa.

Please note that there is no guaranteed
housing in residence for incoming exchange
students. Applying to live on campus is

a time-consuming process with limited
chances of obtaining accommodation.

As a result, we recommend you consider

off-campus housing first.
